



Make sure that the reading material that your picks out is of interest to them

Make sure that the reading material is at their reading level. 


You can easily check their reading level using the 5 finger rule   [image: image1.wmf]
Step 1:
Your child picks something to read.

Step 2: You ask them to open the book to any spot with a whole page of text.

Step3:  You ask them to read the text to themselves.

Step 4: You ask your child to read the page aloud to you.

Step 5: If your child missed 5 words that are not names of places or people than the book 

is too difficult for your child.

Make sure that they always have something to read.

Make sure that they read at least 20 minutes a day ( OUT OF SCHOOL).
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Make sure that your child proof reads everything that he/she writes.
Make sure that your child corrects his/her spelling, grammar, and punctuation.

Make sure that you have a children’s dictionary and thesaurus available for your child to access. 

Make sure that your child reads their writing to you. 
This will give them pride in their writing and help them to identify revisions that they may need to add to their writing.
