Task 1

First, you must research your destination, method and cost of transportation, food, accommodations, and attractions you will see and what you will do once you are there.  What is the best time of year to go to your destination, remember the weather, your budget and time restrictions.

Your notebook should include:
1.) Best travel date and reason(s).
2.) Compile a list of recreational activities available per destination.  You must go to an attraction everyday.
3.) Show estimated travel time per destination.
4.) Develop a spreadsheet showing daily expenses.
· You must spend all your money.
· You must include something for food (three meals a day), entertainment, travel, etc., everyday.
5.) Locate some history about the destination.  

The notebook is a journal of your trip.  It should describe what you did on your vacation.

Task 2

A minimum of two double-space pages about this project answering the following questions.
· What math skills did you use for this project?
· How did math assist you in your decision-making?
· What other subjects did you use (give specific example)?
· How difficult was it to incorporate the criteria used for selecting your vacation based on an individual budget?  Could you have spent less?
· How well does this project relate to real life events?  Do you think the knowledge acquired in this project can be used in other situations?  How so?
